Yiiz yildir diinyada barnsi, huzuru, adil bir kalkinma paradigmasimi ve refahi
hakim kilmak amaayla kentler arasi iligkileri gelistirmek i¢in ¢aba gosteren
hareketimiz, aym misyonunu bundan sonra da kesintisiz olarak stirdtirecek-
tir. Bu kiiresel hareketin Orta Dogu ve Bati Asya’daki temsilcisi olan UCLG-
MEWA olarak da bizler, bu zorlu cografyadaki gesitli sikintilar yerel yonetim-
lerin desteklenmesi ve gliclendirilmesi yoluyla ¢6zmek igin elimizden geleni
yapmak durumundayiz.

UCLG Bagkani ve Istanbul Biiyiiksehir Belediye
Baskani Dr. Kadir TOPBAS ile, Rabat'taki Kongre
oncesinde, UCLG’nin geldigi nokta ve gelecek
hedefleri tizerine konustuk.

We made an interview with Dr. Kadir TOPBAS, who is the
President of UCLG and the Mayor of Istanbul , and talked
about UCLG’s present situation and the future targets.

2010 yilinda UCLG Baskani se¢ildiniz ve 3 yil boyunca bu gérev-
de oldukg¢a basarili galismalar yaparak diinya yerel ve bolgesel
yonetimlerini uluslararasi giindemin énemli bir unsuru haline
getirmeye g¢alistiniz. Giiniimiiz diinyasinda “Yerel Yonetim” ne-
den énemli? Degisen diinya giindeminde, gecirdigimiz dénemi
nasil degerlendiriyorsunuz?

UCLG Diinya Teskilati Bagkanlhigi'na secildikten sonra, gerek UCLG
Diinya Teskilatimizin gerek Bolge Teskilatlarimizin aktif oldugunu
ve glindemleri diizenlemek ve agimizin siirdiiriilebilirligini sagla-
mak icin tiye tabanimizin gili¢lendirilmesinde 6nemli ¢abalar sarf
ettigini gozlemledim. Baskanligim doneminde, kent diplomasisine
onem verdim. Bilgi degisimi ve iletisim kapasitemizi de gelistirme-
ye calistim. Cilinkld, UCLG olarak, kiiresel sorunlarin ¢oziimiine
daha fazla katki saglamamiz gerekiyordu. Binlerce kent ve yerel
yonetim birligini ayni ¢at1 altinda toplayan tegkilatimiz, bu katkiy1
saglayacak yeterlilige sahipti. Sadece calisma sistemimizin bazi r6-
tuslara ihtiyac vardi. Hep birlikte bu rotuslan yaptik ve sonucunu
da aldik. Ayrica UCLG'nin BM nezdinde de taninirhgmi saglamak
icin ¢ok dnemli ¢abalarim oldu ve bunun sonucunu da almaya bas-
ladik. Birlesmis Milletler Genel Sekreteri tarafindan 2015 sonrasi
Diinya Glindemini olusturmak tizere belirlenen 27 panelist arasin-
da bana da yer verilmis olmasi, BM 2015 sonrast Glindemine katki
sunmamizi ve yerel yonetimlerin temsil edilmesini sagladi.

Bir diinya metropolii olan Istanbul’u yénetirken, énce UCLG-
MEWA Baskani, sonra UCLG Es Baskani ve son olarak da UCLG
Baskani segildiniz. UCLG gibi uluslararasi bir teskilatta yer al-
mak sizin igin ne ifade ediyor?
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You were elected as the President of UCLG in 2010. You have suc-
cessfully served at this office for 3 years, and tried to make the
world local and regional authorities an important element of inter-
national agenda. Why is “local government” important in today’s
world? How do you evaluate the last period in the world’s changing
agenda?

After being elected as the president of UCLG World Organization, I noticed that
our members are active, and significant efforts were made in terms of strength-
ening our membership base in order to ensure development of our agendas and
sustainability of our network.. In my presidential term, I have given utmost
importance city diplomacy. I worked on to develop information exchange and
communication capacity. Because, as UCLG, we needed to contribute more to
solving global problems. Our organization, which brings together thousands
of city and local government associations under the same roof, was capable of
making this contribution. However; our operation systems just needed some
amendments.. We all made these amendments in our systems and obtained the
results that we wanted. Moreover, I tried so much to increase the recognition
of UCLG by UN (United Nations) and it has also yielded positive outcomes.
The fact that I have been elected as one of the 27 panelists, who will comprise
the world’s agenda post-2015, selected by Secretary general of United Nations.
This is a chance for us to contribute to world’s agenda post-2015 and to repre-
sent the local governments.

While you were governing Istanbul, which is a global metropolitan
city, you were elected first as the President of UCLG-MEWA then,
Co-president of UCLG and finally the President of UCLG. How do
you feel about being a part of such an international organization?

Bu yiizden istanbul, diin-
yadaki farkh gortisleri uzlastirmakta yapic ve 6zgiin bir
rol {istlenebilmektedir. Bunun en carpici drnegi, Istanbul
sokaklarinda cami, sinagog ve kilisenin yan yana yer al-
masidir. Istanbul’un kardescesine ii¢ biiyiik inana ku-
caklamasidir. Kentin bu baris ve hosgorii kokan havasi,
diinyaya ve insanliga bakisimiz1 da sekillendirmektedir.
UCLG, artik sadece diinya yerel yonetimlerinin en etkin
cat1 kurulusu olarak goriilmiiyor. UCLG
bugiin, yerel yonetimlerin sesine ses,
giicline gii¢ katan bir kurulus olarak
kabul ediliyor. Gegtigimiz ti¢ yil igerisin-
de, UCLG, kentleri, metropolleri ve bol-
geleri, diinya sahnesinde kritik aktorler
olarak konumlandirmay1 basardi. Sim-
di, diinya yonetiminde esit ortaklar ola-
rak daha da ileri gitmek zamanidir. Yerel
yonetimlerin uluslararas: birlikteliginin
100. yildéniimiinde, amaglarmzin ¢ok
onemli olduguna ve ontimtizdeki firsat-
larin, tasidigimiz sorumluluklar kadar
biiylik olduguna dair inancam tamdir.
Daha iyi bir diinyay1 ancak el birligi ile
cahisarak kurabilir, hep birlikte, hayalle-
ri gercege dontistiirebiliriz.

UCLG Bagkani olarak yiiriittiigiiniiz ¢calismalar ara-
sinda en fazla dikkat ¢cekenlerden biri de, BM ile iist
diizeyde stirdiirdiigiiniiz temaslardi. Bu temaslarin
yerel yonetimlere ve UCLG’ye neler kazandirdigini
ve bundan sonraki dénemde de neler yapilmasi ge-
rektigini diigtiniiyorsunuz?

Teskilatimiz1 Birlesmis Milletler'de temsil edilen saygin
bir konuma getirdik. Ayn1 zamanda UNACLA Bagka-
n1 da olmam vesilesiyle, yerel yonetimler olarak bizler,
uluslararasi platformlarda, ulus devletlerle ayni masaya
oturmaya basladik. Birlesmis Milletler Genel Sekrete-
ri Saym Ban Ki-MOON, bu dénemde bizden “kiiresel
miittefikimiz” olarak s6z etmeye basladi. Rio+20 siire-
cinde, aktif ve basarili bir rol oynadik. Nihai politika bel-
gesinde, taninma agisindan biiyiik asama kaydettik. Bu
sayede, Binyil Kalkinma Hedefleri ve Habitat IIl'{in yerel
konulara daha fazla egilmesine zemin hazrladik. 2015
sonrast Seckin Kisiler Ust Diizey Panelime segilerek,
yerel yonetimlerin gelecegin giindeminde layik oldugu
yeri alabilmesi i¢in ¢ok onemli bir asama kaydettik.

Gelinen bu nokta, yerel yonetimler olarak bizlerin, hem-
sehrilerimizin sorunlarini daha giir bir sesle diinyaya du-
yurmamiza imkan sagladi. Yerel yonetimler olarak gec-
miste sadece ulus devletlerin temsil edildigi platformlarda
yer almaya basladik. Bu platformlarda yoksulluk, kadin
ve ¢ocuk haklari, kentsel planlama, yerel yonetimlerin

Istanbul, in which I have been serving as the mayor for 10
years, has cultural and emotional ties with Europe, Caucasus,
Balkans, Middle East, Africa and Central Asia, which extend
to the depths of history. Therefore, Istanbul may assume a con-
structive and authentic role in reconciliation of different views in
the world. The fact that mosques, synagogues and churches are
located side-by-side in the streets of Istanbul and that it embraces
three major faiths as brothers and sisters is the most striking
example of its unique character.

As the president of UCLG, one of the most remarka-
ble work you have accomplished has been your high
level contacts with UN. What is the contribution of
these contacts to local governments and UCLG, and
what should be done from now on?

We brought our organization to a respectable position, well rep-
resented before the United Nations. Besides, since I serve as the
President of UNACLA, we, as local authorities, were able to par-
ticipate in international platforms and sit around the same table
with the nation states. In this period, Mr. Ban Ki-moon, the UN
Secretary General, started to refer to UCLG as “our global ally”.

Bu ii¢
kurumun kaynasmasi sizce saglanabildi mi? Yeni ku-
rumlarmn katilimi ve UCLG’nin diinyay1 daha fazla
kucaklamast konusundaki diisiincelerinizi, UCLG-
MEWA Newsletter okurlariyla paylasir misiniz?

Kurumlarm birlesmesi ¢ok kolay degildir. Birlesme stire-
c, 1966 yilinda, Istanbul’da diizenlenen Habitat II sira-
sinda dillendirilmeye baslanmis ve 2004 yilinda, Paris’te,
UCLG catist altinda hukuki birlesme gerceklestirilmistir.
Birlikteligi olusturan kurumlarin degerlerini ve aligkan-
Iiklarini bir anda farkh bir yapi icerisinde ifade etmenin
giicliigli herkesin malumudur. Benden 6nce UCLG'nin
iki donem bagkanligmi yapan Paris Belediye Bagkam
Bertrand Delanoe, teskilatlanma siirecine énemli katki
saglamugtir. UCLG Bagkanhgi'mi 20 Kasim 2010 tarihinde
ustlenmemle birlikte, Genel Merkez'in yeniden yapilan-
masinin ardindan, bolge teskilatlarmmizla ve BM Tegki-
latlaniyla yakm isbirligine girilmesi saglanmstir. Ayrica,
Birlesmis Bolgeler Teskilati (ORU-FOGAR) ile gortisme-
ler yapilarak onlarin da UCLG ¢atist altma katilmalar ko-
nusunda ¢ok 6nemli gelismeler saglanmustir.

Bugiin UCLG, diinyanin Yerel ve Bolgesel Teskilatlari-
n1 temsil eden, en biiylik Yerel Yonetim Tegkilati halini
almistir.

Uluslararasi yerel yonetim hareketinin 100. y1ldo-
niimiiniin kutlandig1 bir donemde, UCLG Baskanligi
icin tekrar aday oldunuz. Oniimiizdeki ii¢ yillik do-
nemde, UCLG Baskani olarak hedefleriniz nelerdir?
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We made significant progress in terms of recognition in the fi-
nal outcome document. Thus, we provided the ground for more
references to the local issues in Millennium Development Goals
and Habitat II1. I have been elected to the High Level Panel of
Eminent Persons on the Post-2015 Development Agenda, and
thus, we made significant progress to ensure that local authori-
ties reach the position they deserve in future agenda. The current
situation provided the opportunity for us, as the local authori-
ties, to make the problems of our citizens heard, with an even
louder voice. We, as local authorities, began to participate in
platforms which used to include merely the nation states in the
past. We loudly voiced problems such as poverty, women'’s and
children’s rights, urban planning, funding of local authorities,
living together in peace, etc. We, as local authorities, stated that
these problems cannot be solved without active participation of
the local authorities; and started to play a proactive role in every
instance. This, in turn, raised awareness to the problems that we
kept in the agenda, and accelerated the search for solutions. Most
importantly, it ensured that local expectations and demands are
included in the solution processes.

As you know, the Post-2015 Development Agenda lies ahead of
us. It has already been put forward that new challenges may
arise in front of the Agenda, which is an important issue con-
cerning the future of our world and our fellow citizens. This is
neither for the benefit of local authorities nor our citizens. We,
as local authorities, have to not only exert our influence on this
Agenda, but also be active in its implementation rapidly.

It is understood that much progress has
been made in the world regarding devel-
opment goals, since 2000. As UCLG, we
have to expand these goals to address all
of the seven billion people and to follow
up this process, since there is still much to
do in terms of reaching the sustainable
development goals.

UCLG was established in Paris in
2004, when International Union
of Local Authorities (IULA), Unit-
ed Towns Organization (UTO),
and Metropolis were merged. Do
you think that the unification of
these three organizations have
been achieved? Could you please share your opin-
ions with the readers of UCLG-MEWA Newsletter
about the inclusion of new organizations in UCLG

and that it embraces the world?

It is not easy to merge institutions. Merging process was put into
words in Habitat II, which was held in Istanbul, in 1966 and
it has been unified legally under UCLG in Paris, in 2004. It is
known by everyone that it is very difficult to express the each in-
stitution’s values and habits immediately in a different structue..
Mr. Bertrand Delanoe, the Mayor of Paris who served as the
UCLG President for two periods before me, made a significant
contribution to the organization. After I assumed the office of
presidency on November 20, 2010, the UCLG headquarters was

Besides, negotiations were made
with ORU-FOGAR and significant developments were achieved
in terms of their inclusion under the framework of UCLG. To-
day, UCLG is the biggest organization of local and regional
authorities. I would like to express my gratitude to those who
have made contribution in this regard.

You became a candidate again for the presidency of
UCLG in a period in which centenary of the Interna-
tional Municipal Movement is celebrated. What are your
goals for the next three years as the President of UCLG?

The efforts that we put forth for the last three years brought
our organization to a certain stage. Yet, in the present situa-
tion, I am not satisfied with the progress so far. It is for this very
reason that, for another term, I run as candidate for presidency
of our organization. I believe that we need to be involved in
future initiatives more actively. In this context, I would like
to emphasize that I will place specific attention on some fun-
damental issues throughout the upcoming term. We need to
become a stronger, more democratic and transparent organiza-
tion in the next term. We need to ensure active participation of
political leaders from all kinds of local and regional authori-
ties, shaping the agenda of the organization and leading the
actions aiming at taking collective positions.

The other issue is “representation”. Even though we have
taken important steps for the previous years towards repre-
sentation of local and regional authorities, I do not consider
them to be sufficient and I commit to improve representation
in all areas. I believe that we are in a position to develop the
worldwide local and regional governance and to increase its
effects towards policy making at all levels of global govern-
ance. Besides, combining expertise and information, as well
as analyzing and sharing them, will be among the issues that
we will need to stress during the upcoming term while serving
our members and stakeholders. The upcoming term will be a
term in which such efforts will be largely intensified. We will
promote decentralized and international cooperation between
local and regional authorities and their associations, in the
strongest manner. Decentralization is not an outdated issue.
However, it is yet to be accomplished. We need to work harder
to maintain existing achievements and to assist others to cre-
ate stronger local authorities, as well. We need to support the
ties established through peer learning and mutual activities as
instruments of solidarity and friendship. We need to ensure
that resources are mobilized for cooperation. Certainly, we will
realize this within the framework of our organization. As an
intermediary institution, it is a necessity for us to strengthen
our organizational structure and the ties between the active
commiittees and working groups, Regional Sections, World Sec-
retariat and other networks and organizations, taking into ac-
count the structure and spread of our organization all around
the world. This will ensure that we, as UCLG, will represent
local authorities much more effectively. In this context, we will
put every effort to make the membership and fee system of our
organization more equitable, more transparent and compre-
hensible for all.

GECTIGiMiz YUZYILDA OLDUGU GiBi, bu-
glin de cesitli uluslararasi yerel ve bolgesel yonetim
gruplart bulunmaktadir. Bunlar arasinda UCLG, en
somut ve en yaygin faaliyetler yiiriten kurulustur.

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NUMEROUS INTERNATIONAL GROUPS of lo-
cal and regional authorities exist today as they have existed
throughout the last century, among which, UCLG is currently
the most solid and generalised in its activity. However the
plethora of unique initiatives and activities today has been a
permanent feature over the past 100 years: during the twen-
ties, an American named White travelled Europe to defend his
‘League of Cities’ project; in 1936-1937, a couple of swindlers
based in the Paris region (France) created an Union Interna-
tionale des Municipalités to pocket the contributions of gul-
lible Mayors; immediately following the Second World War,
French and German Mayors engaged in twinning activities
to resolve the conflict between their countries; in London in
2005, representatives from several megalopolis came together
to reach a decision on climate change and to later create the
Cities Climate Leadership Group (C40) in 2006.

Throughout the 20th century, associations of local and re-
gional authorities not only tackled general issues, covering
topics such as peace or European reconstruction, but also
specialist thematic issues. Recently, city networks on the field
have multiplied, as have the issues they address, from edu-
cational policies to the defence of the environment or urban
lighting. Although contact between local and regional au-
thorities had already begun organically in various forms
(correspondence, study trips, lectures), it was in 1913 that it
took the permanent, requlated and systematic form of the as-
sociation. For 100 years different associations have not only
sought to defend the urban interests before the national and
international public and authorities, but also to circulate
knowledge, experience, ideas, technical and political proce-
dures among cities, and to implement an inter-municipal
framework capable of superseding national states. 100 years
of activities, questions, debates, and organisation. 100 years
celebrated today by United Cities and Local Governments,
an organisation created in 2004 as a result of the fusion
of several groups of local and regional authorities, among

which the oldest was created in 1913. As researchers, we
have worked on these inter-municipal activities from the end
of the 19th century up to today, which makes it possible for
us to take stock of this period on the date of this centenary.

It was in Ghent (Belgium) in 1913 that the first Interna-
tional Congress of Cities took place. This congress, organ-
ised in the framework of the World Fair, focused on the
study and transformation of urban municipal life. Among
the organisers of this event were the key figures of Brussels
internationalists of the early decades of the century. They
participated to various arenas in the capital of Belgium:
they were members and leaders of the Workers’ party, the
Freemason lodges, the social sciences research institutes, and
the numerous international associations dedicated to the
sharing of knowledge, such as the (International Institute
of Bibliography). In al these fields, they had nurtured pro-
jects that sought to supersede the national framework as the
basic cell for public action. The Union Internationale des
Villes, founded during this congress of 1913, followed four
objectives that echoed these other commitments: represent
ideas and interests concerning municipalities and munici-
pal topics; connect municipal administrators from various
countries; pool technical resources to improve the welfare of
urban dwellers; study municipal life. The ambition was to
develop an in-depth knowledge of the city in its entirety on
the premise that, “everything happens in the city”. Indeed,
many leaders of the Union

share one reflection: the 19th century had been characterised
by an unprecedented urbanisation. The city would therefore
become, “a centre where all the modern activates of man
will be carried out and come together”, from education to
work and assistance to economics (in particular through
services operated directly or indirectly by municipalities).
These mutations, according to the founders, required the
sharing of knowledge, experiences and demands. This Un-
ion Internationale des Villes became the International Un-
ion of Local Authorities as of the 1920s (in order to integrate
British local governments) and it is this same Union whose
centenary is celebrated today as one of the founding organi-
sations of UCLG.

The objectives defined in 1913 may seem familiar if we com-
pare them to those of UCLG today. Yet, it would be mis-
leading to conclude that inter-municipal activities have been
stable over the last 100 years. The world of international lo-
cal and regional authorities has been marked by a number
of changes, hesitations, and struggles. Changes in the inter-
locutors of the inter-municipal movement: national govern-
ments, inter- governmental organisations (from the League
of Nations to the United Nations and the World Bank), and
subnational structures such as the European Union. Hesita-
tions over questions relating to the best method for action
and fields to be promoted by the association, with an on-go-
ing tension between a technical project (sharing experienc-
es) and a political project (affirming the autonomy of local
and regional governance and working to extend its reach).
Struggles, or even feuds, like that of the 1960s when the
United Towns Organisation and the International Union of

Belediyeler arasi ha-
reketin muhataplart olan ulusal hiikiimetler, hiikii-
metler aras1 kuruluglarda (Milletler Cemiyeti'nden,
Birlesmis Milletler’e ve Diinya Bankasi'na) ve Avrupa
Birligi gibi uluslar iistii yapilarda degisiklikler olmus-
tur. Birlik tarafindan gergeklestirilecek olan en iyi
eylem yontemi ve tesvik edilecek olan alanlara dair
tereddiitler ile teknik proje (deneyim paylasimi) ile
siyasi proje (yerel ve bolgesel yonetimlerin 6zerkli-
gini teyit etme ve kapsamini genisletmeye c¢alisma)
arasinda stirekli bir gerilim s6z konusudur. UCLG'yi
olusturan Birlesmis Kentler Federasyonu ile Ulusla-
rarasit Yerel Yonetimler Birligi'nin, Soguk Savas bag-
laminda Birlesmis Milletler'in dikkatini ¢ekmek icin
cekistikleri 1960’larda goriilen tiirden miicadeleler,
hatta diismanhklar s6z konusu olmustur. Yiiziinci
yili kutluyor olmamiz, bizi bu tarihi, kusursuz bir
uluslararast isbirligi hikayesine doniistiirmeye yo-
neltmemelidir.

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Local Authorities — organisations that have since united to
form UCLG - quarrelled to obtain United Nations’ atten-
tion in the context of the Cold War. Celebrating a centenary
should not lead us to flatten out this history into a narrative

of seamless international collaboration.. It would be equally
misleading to apply such neat view on the individual histo-
ry of an organization. Taking as example the International
Union of Local Authorities, 100 years of history instead re-
veals the changing balances within the organisation: be-
tween nations and regions, between political sensitivities,
between types of cities and between the occupational profiles
of its individual leaders.

Without going into too much detail in this short introduc-
tion, let’s take for granted that the history of the internation-
al municipal movement has been plural and contradictory
in its forms and methods. One thing, however, remains true:
for 100 years, local and regional authorities and their rep-
resentatives (leaders or staff members) have found meaning
in the activities that bonded municipalities across national
spaces. For sure, it was not always the same local and re-
gional governments who joined, nor from the same countries
and regions of the world and international associations of
local and regional governments weathered hard times for
financial, political and human reasons, but inter-municipal
activities never ceased, including during the two world wars
of the 20th century. To help us understand what makes the
centenary celebration possible today, we must look at the
motivations of those that joined the movement.

Within the limits of this introduction it would be impossible
to elaborate an extensive typology of purposes and motiva-
tions. We will simply attempt to suggest the range of such
motivations based on 3 observations.

1. During economic crises, the importance given to the inter-
municipal networks was surprisingly high — as witnessed
during the inter-war years and in the early 1980s. During
this second period, for instance, engagement in international
municipal activities was a strategic choice for some British
cities that faced the deindustrialization process. This led
elected local representatives and local economic managers to

harekete katilanlar her zaman ayni yerel ve bolgesel
yonetimler olmayip, diinyanin ayni tlkelerinden ve
bolgelerinden de degillerdir. Uluslararasi yerel ve
bolgesel yonetimler tegkilatlari, mali, siyasi ve in-
sani nedenlerden o6tiiri sikintih zamanlar yasamuis,
ancak belediyeler arasi faaliyetler, 20. ytizyildaki iki
diinya savasi da dahil olmak tizere asla durmamustir.

1 tarafindan tstlenildi. Birmingham,
uluslararas1 aglara baghliga dair bu
ekonomik gerekceyi simgeleyen bir
sehir olarak, iyi bir 6rnektir: Birming-
ham temsilcileri, Avrupa Komisyonu
tarafindan saglanan ciddi miktardaki
tesvik akisi sayesinde, Eurocities agi-
nin olusturulmasimmda onemli bir rol
oynamis, ayn1 zamanda, kentin eko-
nomik roli ve imajimi yenilemistir.
Uluslararasi belediye birliklerine ka-
tiim, ayni zamanda mali kaynaklara
ulagsmanin da bir yoluydu.

adopt new economic strategies. In concrete terms, this meant
diversifying activities, orientating the city toward service ac-
tivities and giving it a new image. In order to do this, it was
essential to find the financial resources that Conservative na-
tional governments were retrenching. The work of creating
a new image of the city was undertaken precociously by the
Chambers of commerce, then by elected representatives who
invested in the international, in particular at the European
level. Birmingham is a good example of a city that symbol-
izes this economic motivation to commit to international
networks: its representatives played a fundamental role in
the creation of the Eurocities city network, and at the same
time they revamped the economic role and image of their
city thanks to a major influx of subsidies provided by the
European Commission. Engaging with international asso-
ciations of municipalities was also a mean to obtain tangible
resources.

2. These resources can also be symbolic in the early 20th cen-
tury, certain urban local authorities were looking to avoid
the weight of the central States by participating in an inter-
national network. The unions of cities — with their confer-
ence, congress and study visits — offered municipalities an
expertise that they would otherwise not have been able to
generate through their own limited technical and adminis-
trative apparatus. Faced with their national governments,
German or Italian municipal associations stated their claims
on the basis of international comparisons they had access
to thanks their membership into an international associa-
tion. French local authorities, and their individual leaders
such as Henri Sellier, made a similar use of international
references during the first half of the 20th century. At the
end of the 1980s, the city of Barcelona offers another famous
example of the manner in which the international was used
to revamp the status of one town. The objective was to re-
verse the centralization that was implemented during the
Franco regime and affirm the greater outreach of Barcelona
compared to the Spanish capital, Madrid. But, it was also
a rivalry in Catalonia itself that explained the search for
support and visibility at international level. Namely, the
struggle between the city of Barcelona and the Generalitat
of Catalonia, which led Mayor Pasqual Maragall and his
team to commit to the organization of major events (the 1992

Olympic Games) and to take the lead into inter-municipal
activities in order to connect domestic partners under the ae-
gis of the City of Barcelona (university networks, local man-
agement representatives, the Chamber of commerce, efc).
More recently, participation in the inter-municipal networks
has been the opportunity for municipalities to defend their
calls for decentralisation and the autonomy of local govern-
ments, in particular through the connections of internation-
al municipal associations with the European Union or the
United Nations’ Agencies. Participating in an international
association of local authorities is a way to object to national
institutions and legislations that are unfavorable for local
and regional authorities.

3. When one follows the international activities of specific cit-
ies during the past 100 years, there are periods in which the
involvement in international groups is more intense. Reform-
ing municipal teams or new Mayors, more often than not,
play the international card to build their programme and/
or justify changes that they wish to introduce in their town/
city. Conversely, participation in international groups also al-

lows for foreign expertise to be mobilized in order to legitimize
existing policies. More widely, for elected representative and
municipal technicians, joining a municipal association and
participating in its events makes it possible to acquire infor-
mation or knowledge that can be used on the domestic scene.
And, for a Mayor or elected representatives it is also a way to
build an international status that can lead to national gov-
ernment responsibility. Finally, in the context of the last few
decades, joining an inter-municipal network has been a way
to take part in the international competition between towns to
attract investment and/or tourism: the participation to inter-
municipal activities is seen as one of the things a creative and
innovating city should do, and it gives access to a whole sphere
of events, awards and connections with an international vis-
ibility. This has been one major incentive behind the growth
of city networks in recent years.

Research is underway on the inter-municipal practices in
Asian, South American or African cities relating these par-
ticular incentives and in the context of their specific urban
conditions at the beginning of the 21st century, but that
chapter will be part of the next centenary.

In addition, developing co-operation and dialogue be-
tween parties which contributes to strengthening and
development of the objectives of strengthening early child-
hood education by providing different models should be
developed, and local authorities should take responsibil-
ity for increasing the number of children benefiting from
pre-school education, especially disadvantaged children.”

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After the opening program of the first day, in the panel ti-
tled “Giving the Young More Responsibility and Author-
ity in Decision Making Mechanisms in order to Enhance
Youth's Democratic Participation” and moderated by Mr.
Mehmet DUMAN, Chairman of the Executive Board at
the World Academy for Local Government and Democ-
racy; Hande OZSAN BOZATLI, President of the Assembly
of European Regions, Michael O’BRIEN, Vice-President
of the Congress of Local and Regional Authorities and
Murtaza YETIS, Turkish Parliament Member represent-
ing Adiyaman participated and delivered speeches.

In his speech delivered at the opening of the panel, Mehmet
DUMAN, Chairman of the Executive Board of WALD stat-
ed that the promotion of youth in strengthening local and
regional democracies and encouraging their involvement in
the political system were of great importance; the Consti-
tutional amendment proposal that would allow 18 to be
the minimum age to be elected in addition to be eligible to
vote was regarded as a significant step towards democracy
in Turkey; the right to vote and be elected were distinguish-
ing features of civilized countries as they are included in
constitutions of democratic regimes where civil rights and
liberties were widespread and respected.

Later in his speech, Mehmet DUMAN highlighted the fact
that in the countries where the people’s sovereignty was
represented in a single assembly, this age limit was drop-
ping gradually and this was a requirement by civilized de-
mocracy and said that in countries governed with developed
democracies, equalitarian requlations concerning the right to
vote and be elected would help the youth and all sections of
the community to participate in political life and pursuant to
democratic political tradition, the young population should
be able to get elected to serve at ranks and posts that could

Concluding his speech, Mr. DUMAN stated that dropping
the election age to 18 would encourage the youth to partici-
pate in politics and raise the democratic standards of Tur-
key compared to various countries,
making Turkey an example to be fol-
lowed by countries in the region by
upgrading its status as a democratic
country.

As UCLG-MEWA Newsletter, we had a talk with Mr.
Mehmet Donmez, who is the previous ambassador of
Yemen, about Yemen and Middle East.

Okurlarimizin sizi daha yakindan tanimalari igin kisaca kendi-
nizi anlatir misimz?

32 yildir, disigleri meslegindeyim. Ankara Universitesi Siyasal Bilgiler
Fakiiltesinden mezun olduktan sonra bakanlkta goreve bagladim.
Cesitli tilkelerde gorev yaptim. Tiirkiye'yi temsil eden bir biiylikelci
olarak, son gorev yerim, Yemen oldu. Yemen Biiyiikelciligim iki bucuk
yil siirdii. Ifade ettigim gibi, degisik iilkelerde, meslegin kazandirdigl
deneyimlerle, bugtinlere geldik. Her tilkenin kendine gore ozellikleri
var, ancak her defasinda yasamak istedigim tek yer kendi tilkem oldu.

Tim bu yasadiklarimi ileride, emeklilik giinlerimde yad edecegim.
Ama hepsinden daha giizel ve olmak istedigim tek yer, tabi ki, tilke-
mizdir.

Gecmisten giiniimiize, Tiirkiye ile Yemen arasindaki iliskileri an-
latir misimiz?

Yemen, Osmanli imparatorlugu doneminde, Tiirkiye topraklarina ka-
ulmistir. Misir'in fethinden sonra o bolge, Tiirk egemenligine girmistir.
Bunun sebebi, kutsal topraklarm emniyetini saglamakti. Fakat bir siire
sonra, yasanan isyanlar nedeni ile, Yemen Osmanl’dan ayrildi. Por-
tekizli denizcilerin, Kizildeniz ve Hint Okyanusu'ndaki faaliyetlerinin
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Could you tell us about yourself briefly so that our readers will get

to know you better?

I have been working for the Ministry Foreign Affairs for 32 years. After gradu-
ating from the Faculty of Political Sciences, Ankara University, I started work-
ing in the ministry. I worked in various countries. Yemen was my last place
of duty, as an ambassador representing Turkey. I worked as the Ambassador
to Yemen for two and a half years. As I have already stated, I have had many
experiences in this profession in various countries.. Each country has its own
characteristics, but each time it was only my own country that I wanted to live.

I started my first duty in Switzerland. I've been in Albania during the Com-
munist rule; it was the period of poverty. After so many years, I experienced the
same period of poverty in Yemen. The most important feature of our profession
is the necessity to love where you live. I worked in London after Albania. I
served in Germany twice. European countries are more organized and more
developed countries... I have beautiful memories in all countries. I will remem-
ber all my experiences in my retirement days in the future. But the only place
I want to be, of course, is our country; since it is more beautiful than others. I
can say I have been in various places of the world, but I have not seen a city as
beautiful as Istanbul.

Could you please tell the relations betweenTurkey and Yemen
from the past to the present?

Yemen was incorporated into the Turkish territories in the Ottoman Empire era.
That region came under Turkish rule after the conquest of Egypt. The reason for
this was to ensure safety of the holy land. But after a while, Yemen was sepa-
rated from the Ottoman Empire due to the rebellions. After the increase of the
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artmasi tizerine, kutsal topraklara; Mekke, Medine ve
Kabe’ye bir tehdit olustugu disiiniildiiglinden, Siiley-
man Pasa komutasindaki Osmanh ordusu, Yemen’e git-
ti ve Yemen, tekrar Tiirk egemenligine girdi. Yemen'in,
Stiveys Kanali agildiktan sonra, deniz trafigi agisindan,
Kizildeniz’den Hint Okyanusu'na ¢ikista oynadig strate-
jik roltin 6nemi vardur.

Yemen’de Biiyiikelcilik yapmus birisi olarak strate-
jik konumu ve Orta Dogu’daki 6nemi agisindan bize
biraz Yemen’den bahseder misiniz?

Yemen ilging bir iilke; diger Arap tilkelerinden farki ve
en onemli 6zelligi, uzun bir tarihi ge¢misinin olmasi. Ha-
ritaya baktiginiz zaman, Arap Yarimadasinda pek cok
iilke goriirsiiniiz; Kuzey Afrika {ilkelerini soylemiyo-
rum. Yemen, bunlardan farkhdir. Giinkii Yemen’in bin-
lerce y1l geriye uzanan bir tarihi var ve o tarihin izlerini
iilkeye gittiginiz zaman hemen gorebilirsiniz. Yemen,
ziyarete deger bir iilkedir; ortalik biraz siikun bulunca
ziyaret etmenizi 6neririm. Yemen'in tarihi, Hz. Adem’in
ogluna kadar gider; onun kurdugu soylenir. Daha sonra,
Saba Melikesi'nin ziyaret edip Sibam sehrini kurdugu
sOylenir. Yemen topraklarinda, UNESCO’nun korumasi
altinda olan, 4 6nemli yer bulunuyor. Bunlardan bir ta-
nesi, baskentteki Babiil Yemen'dir. ikincisi, Sibam sehri;
liclinciisii, yine bir bagka tarihi harabe ve dérdiinciisii
ise, Hint Okyanusu'ndaki tarihi Sokotra Adasi’dir.

Yemen, diger Arap iilkelerine nazaran, dogal zenginlik-
leri agisindan biraz fakir bir iilke. Dogalgaz1 ve petrolii
var ancak cabuk tiikeniyor. Bir de ekonomik olarak ¢cok
ciddi bir sorunu var: Halk, “gat” ad1 verilen bir bitki ¢igni-
yor.

activities of the Portuguese sailors in the Red Sea and the Indian
Ocean, the Ottoman army, which was under the command of
Suleiman Pasha, went to Yemen and Yemen again came un-
der Turkish rule. Because it was regarded as a threat for the
holy land, namely Mecca, Medina and Kaaba. Yemen, after the
opening of the Suez Canal, has gained a strategic role in terms
of maritime traffic, located on the way out from the Red Sea to
the Indian Ocean.

Could you tell us about Yemen’s strategic location
and the importance of it in the Middle East as a per-
son who served as the Ambassador in Yemen?

Yemen is an interesting country, the difference of it from other
Arab countries and the most important feature of it is having
a long historical background. When you look at the map, you
will see many countries in the Arabian Peninsula, but I'm not
saying North African countries. Yemen is different from them.
Yemen has a history goes back to thousands of years, and be-
cause of that you can immediately see the traces of history when
you go to the country. Yemen is a country that is worth visiting,
I recommend you to visit there when you find tranquility there.
Yemen's history goes back to the son of Prophet Adam. 1t is said
that he had founded it. Then, he supposedly visited Queen of
Sheba and founded the city of Shibam. There are four important
places in Yemen territory, under the protection of UNESCO. One
of them is Babul Yemen in the capital. Second is Shibam city,
the third is another historic ruin, and the fourth is the island
of Socotra in the Indian Ocean. Yemen is a rather poor country
when compared to the other Arab countries, in terms of natural
riches. There is natural gas and oil, but they are rapidly run-
ning out. In addition, there is a very serious economic problem:
People chew a plant called “gat.” 1t is an opiate plant. It has
spread to here from Africa, but it is not that common in Africa.
It has negative effects on public health due to overconsumption.
People lose their appetite and cannot eat well as a consequence.
Another damage of this plant which is also very important, is
that, it is spreading quickly and requiring lots of water. Coun-
try’s water is used in the production of this plant, although the
country has water shortage. In Yemen, the people who are ad-

dicted to this plant, have to consume a certain amount of this
per day. Daily, they need to do to spend at least 5 to 10 dollars.
When we look at Yemen's national income, in terms of GDP

Eger giintin
birinde Yemen ekonomik sorunlarini asar ve kalkinma
stirecine girerse, Birlesik Arap Emirlikleri kadar potansi-
yele sahip bir tilke olabilir.

Yemen’deki yerel yonetim sistemi hakkinda bilgi ve-
rebilir misiniz?

Yemen'in Arap Yarimadasi tiilkelerine kiyasla soyle bir
avantaji var: Parlamentosu var, se¢cimler yapiliyor ancak
yasanan son olaylar nedeni ile bu secimler gecikti. Se-
¢imlerin yapilacag tarih belli oldugunda, Tiirkiye dahil
yabana tilkelerden gozlemci tiyeler, bu se¢imlerin nasil
yapildigimi gézlemleyecekler. Bu noktadan bakildiginda,
Yemen’de demokratik bir yap: var. Partiler var, muhale-
fet partisi var, bunlarmn temsilcileri var.

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per capita with $ 2 per day, it is among the poorest countries in
the world. There are the basic economic problems in Yemen. It
is the country of contradictions. On the other hand, it has a rich
history. Because the Ottoman Empire left its mark in its recent
history, we can see our works in this country. We have mosques
and barracks, similar to Selimiye Barrack. These monuments
are protected. That Yemen has Babul Mendep Strait and has
kept it under control, along with being neighbors with Saudi
Arabia and Oman, increased its importance in the Middle East.
Saudi Arabia provides financial aid to Yemen to maintain sta-
bility there. If Yemen overcome the economic problems one day,
and enters the development process, it can have a potential like
United Arab Emirates. Because there is great tourism potential,
the coasts are very nice, long and untouched.

Could you tell us about the local government system
in Yemen? How do you evaluate people’s participa-
tion in the local democracy?

Yemen has an advantage compared to the other countries of the
Arabian Peninsula : It has a Parliament and there are elections,
but these elections was delayed due to the recent events. When
date of the elections is clear, observer members from foreign
countries, including Turkey, will observe how the elections are
held. From this point of view, there is a democratic structure in
Yemen. There are political parties, there is the opposition party,
and they have their representatives. From the perspective of local
governments, the concept of the local government as we under-
stand in Turkey is not present. Because the main feature of this
country, is the prevalence of tribal order. Yemen needs to develop
a democratic tradition. Turkey wants to help in this regard. In
conjunction with the local government, the United Nations De-
velopment Program UNDP has lots of large offices and repre-
sentatives, and they put significant efforts. Experts from Turkey

In addition, the
World Health Organization and the United Nations High Com-
missioner for Refugees has an office and staff here. Many illegal
workers come from Africa, Somalia, and Ethiopia; you cannot
imagine. These workers are very poor and they live in primi-
tive conditions. They are mainly working as cleaners. In short,
a modern structure has not been established there, because the
country has had tribal order for centuries and it has continued
in this structure until today.

As you know, the Governorates of Aden and Taiz
are the members of the UCLG-MEWA and in the
near future, I hope to see all the cities of Yemen as
our members, particularly Sana, the capital city.
How do you think UCLG-MEWA membership af-
fects local governments in Yemen?

Taiz is a very beautiful city. These people have lots of things
to learn from Turkey. We have opened schools and voca-
tional schools there and provided financial aid to them. The
Turkish government spent $ 2 million. Vocational school
that we have opened in Yemen, has been allocated to the
university today, due to the recent events. UCLG-MEWA
and Turkey have an important role. Culture of democracy
and democratic maturity should be taught to people in this
country. Local government mentality should be adopted by
the society. If this is achieved, Yemen can be model country
in the area.

Tawakkol KARMAN is a Yemeni Nobel Peace Prize laure-
ate. She is just like a political leader. In the recent months,
she visited our country for a conference and she held talks
with our President and the Prime minister. They are try-
ing to train this lady as a leader. We need to improve our
communications with institutions there, via this lady. In

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and it does what it has to do. We have Ambassador, Com-
mercial Attaché, Office of TIKA (Turkish Cooperation and
Coordination Agency) and Turkish schools. Besides Turkey,
Japan, Germany, the U.S. and the British continue to sup-
port activities in Yemen.

What kind of works are being done in Yemen within
the framework of the Millennium Development Goals?

I know the Millennium Development Goals project. Unfortu-
nately, however; it is not possible to say that there are any such
works in Yemen.

Could you evaluate the recent change of government
in Yemen in terms of the process of democratization
of Yemen?

I took part in Yemen because events during the last six months
of my tenure in Yemen, whole city resounded with the sound of
clashes and gunshots. After this rebellion, Salih was assassinated
and then he abdicated from office. In the forthcoming days, Man-
sur Al Hadi made some changes in the administration thanks to
the support he enjoyed. Furthermore, he went to the USA and
met with Obama in the past few weeks. Despite all this, the elec-
tions have still not been held in Yemen. The new Ambassador to
Yemen conveyed the support messages of Government, President
and the Prime Minister to Yemen. President paid a visit to Yem-
en in January 2011. Minister of Foreign Affairs, the Minister
of Health, Minister of Defense and Deputy Prime Minister Mr.
Biilent Aring, and many businessmen, took part in this visit. We
have signed 11 agreements. All these are a very clear indication
of the importance attached to Yemen by Turkey. Our martyrdom
have been opened. I'm proud of opening this martyrdom after
100 years in the place where my grandfather fulfilled his mili-
tary service. Yemen is country where change of government took
place, but it has not fallen in place yet.

Could you please share your views on the general situ-
ation in the region as you know the Middle East well?

There is a general instability in the Middle East. There are
serious problems especially in Tunisia and Egypt where the
"Arab Spring’ began, and it seems that peace will not be
established soon. The most important trouble for Turkey, of
course, is the situation in Syria. We will see how the uprising
in Syria, Kurdish entity in our borders will affect Turkey and
Iran. Finally, I would like to say that it does not seem pos-
sible in near future to stabilize the Middle East, which has
always been a region in strife throughout history. Turkey is a
key power of the region; and we are a large state. We are in
a situation economically powerful and, we have a common
history and a common religion with all the countries in the
region Turkey has much to offer to these countries. They are
also aware of all this. Our businessmen are working in this
region with determination and contributing to the develop-
ment of these countries. These efforts will also be continued
in the future.

It is charged to translate the policy decided by the Gen-
eral Assembly into strategies and implementation programs.
The roles of the Pan African Council include:

e Electing the members of the Executive Committee from
among its members

e Electing the members of the Presidency from among the
members of the Executive Committee

e Electing the members and the Chair of the Financial Man-
agement Committee from amonyg its members

e Approving the annual program of activities and the an-
nual activity report submitted by the Executive Committee

e Approving the annual budget and accounts of the UCLGA
submitted by the Executive Committee

e Making final decision on admission and/or cancellation of
membership proposed by the Executive Committee

o Members of the Pan African Council represent Africa on
the UCLG World Council

The UCLGA secretary general is a member of the Pan Afri-
can Council ex-officio (with no voting right), and serves as
the secretary to the Pan African Council sessions.

Executive Committee

With its sixteen members, the Executive Committee is the
principal decision-making body of the UCLGA. It is com-
posed by the five members of the Presidency, ten other mem-
bers who represent equally all the five sub-regions of the
continent and the Secretary General (with no right to vote).
Its decisions are binding on all the members of the organiza-
tion. The Executive Committee has all powers as are not specifi-
cally reserved to the Pan African Council and which are specifi-
cally allocated to it and it exercises, subject to the directives and
resolutions of the Pan African Council from time to time.

The Executive Committee may by resolution delegate powers
and authorities to subcommittees established by it, or to the
members of the Presidency or to the Secretary General.
Members of the UCLGA Executive Committee represent Af-
rica on the UCLG World Executive Bureau.

Presidency

With one president and five vice-presidents, the Presidency is the
principal political representative of the UCLGA and shall repre-
sent the organization at functions, meetings and events to which
it is invited.

The members of the presidency are nominated by the Pan Afri-
can Council among the members of the Executive Committee who
chair the five subregions of the continent which are: North Africa,
West Africa, East Africa, Central Africa and Southern Africa.
The President is nominated by the Pan African Council among
the members of the Presidency for a period of one year, which is
renewable.

MY BACKGROUND IN International Local Government
structures commenced in 1977 with my election as an Alder-
man (now Councillor) on Concord Municipal Council which
was an inner city municipality located in Sydney Australia.

I rapidly
perceived that personal ideology did not count as much in Lo-
cal Government as in other spheres of Government and Local
Government politicians of all persuasions could work together
for the common good because their mandates were very close to
the community of which they were an integral part.

I was an elected member for over 26 years before I stood
down, including 10 years as Mayor and in Australia this
role is more than ceremonial. There is an expectation that
Mayors “roll up their sleeves” and work alongside staff and
provide not only political leadership but also administrative
and community leadership.

1 spent 12 years as the President of the Local Government As-
sociation of New South Wales and 15 years as a member of
the National Executive of the Australian Local Government
Association including two years as Australian President, a
member of the nine person Council of Australian Govern-
ments chaired by the Prime Minister and numerous Ministe-
rial Councils. It was at this time I became involved with and
committed to the International Local Government movement.

In 1992 I became Executive Vice President of the Interna-
tional Union of Local Authorities Asia Pacific, 1996-2004
President of IULA ASPAC and Vice President of IULA and
spent 10 years on the Board of the Commonwealth Local
Government Forum until 2004. These were exciting years
and 1 recall many battles including our sponsorship of China
into IULA as a full member in 1998. Conservative forces tried
to prevent this with cries that China was not a democratic
country and the like. What nonsense. Looking underneath
the surface many so-called “democracies” display very un-
democratic practices and from Asia Pacific’s point of view we
have experiences of dealing with many systems but believe the
true path for a world organisation requires tolerance and in-
clusiveness if we are to move along the path of progress and
change. And change we have seen in our great region. We
have seen constitutional democracies, Communist systems,
military dictatorships, fledgling democracies in transition, as-
sumed democracies with centralised control over Local Gov-
ernment and the list goes on. If we were to isolate all but those
who have the ideal-type democracy there wouldn't be many
members of our organisation. But we don 't make value judge-
ments as we know that the processes of reform are dynamic
and an effective organisation must be inclusive and encourage
new ways of doing things. Who in this day and age would
prevent China being part of a World Local Government or-
ganisation or any World organisation? However only a few
years ago the social purists tried but fortunately didn't suc-
ceed. The real thinkers in IULA welcomed China and all who
had the confidence of IULA ASPAC and our Region has pro-
gressed and contributed greatly to World Local Government.

Then came the big AMALGAMATION debate. IULA, UTO,
METROPOLIS.

I was very pleased to have been part of this process but as
a resident of Australia couldn’t understand the sharp divi-
sions within Europe between Francos and Anglos.

Maybe I was assisted by having a Celtic ancestry (Scottish
and Irish) but the cultures in Asia Pacific unanimously support-
ed unity too. In fact when the vote was taken within IULA it was
adopted by one vote on the united strength from IULA ASPAC.

We then had to work with other like-minded people like
Joan CLOS ,Norbert BURGER, Alan LLOYD, Mercedes
BRESSO, Jeremy SMITH, Pierre SCHAPIRO and many
others to bring the three organisations together and
form United Cities and Local Governments and blend
the cultural differences. This has been a great achieve-
ment. I really enjoyed working with the Francophone
colleagues (and debating them) and my only regret is
that my fluency in French is zilch but my commitment to
unity, I hope, makes up for that linguistic frailty.

SCHAPIRO gibi aym diisiinceye sahip olan kisilerle di-
ger {i¢ teskilat1 bir araya getirerek farkh kiiltiirleri bir po-
tada eritmek maksadiyla Birlesmis Kentler ve Yerel Yo-
netimler Tegkilati’'m1 kurmak i¢in ¢alismak durumunda
kaldik. Bu biiyiik bir basartydi. Fransiz meslektaglarimla
calismaktan (ve onlarla tartismalar ylriitmekten) bii-
yiik memnuniyet duydum ancak tek sikayetim Fransiz-
camin kotli olmasiydi. Fakat umuyorum ki birliktelige
olan inancimiz, aramizdaki dil bariyerini 6nemsiz kildi.

Bunun yanimda, yeni UCLG ¢ok merkeziyetciydi ve bir
diinya tegkilatinin gergek siyasi ve biirokratik manada kiil-
tiirel gesitliligi yansitmasi gerektigi gercegini dikkate almi-
yordu. Bu sebeple bolgelerin Genel Sekreterleri ile birlikte
galismak suretiyle ve ayni sekilde Esbagkanlik pozisyonun
da agilmastyla gercekten kapsayic bir yapi ve teskilat olus-
turmaya karsi engel teskil eden anlayisi ortadan kaldirma-
y1 ve esitlikci bir politika izlemeyi basardik. Paris Belediye
Bagkani Sayin DELANOE'nin ¢ok bagarih bagkanlik done-
minden sonra Istanbul Biiyiiksehir Belediye Baskam Saym
Dr. Kadir TOPBAS'm bagkanhga secilmesi, gercekten diin-
ya teskilat1 olmak iddiastyla yola ¢ikan bu kurumun Avru-
pa ile diger bolgeler arasinda liderligi paylasmasi gerektigi
mesajint vermis oldu. MEWA’dan Selahattin YILDIRIM1
ayn bir yere koymak istiyorum clinkii kendisi en yakin
mesai arkadagmmdi ve tepki gosteren gliclere karsi bir¢ok
reformun gergeklesmesi igin birlikte ugras verdik.

Galler'den Alan LLOYD tiim bu siire¢ boyunca kararl
bir siyasi rol izlemistir ve 6nemli katkilar goz ard: edile-
mez. Ulkesi onu bir sekilde onurlandirmalidir. En azin-
dan bizim onu onurlandirmaya devam etmemiz gerekir.

UCLG'nin gelecegine yonelik ¢alismalarimizda basarila-
rmizdan ilham almahyiz. Birliktelik, kiilttirleraras: has-
sasiyetler, kapsayicilik ve bizleri ayiran degil birlestiren
konulara yogunlasmak, onceliklerimiz arasinda olmali-
dir. Kattma demokrasiyi amag edinen ve merkeziyetci
politik ve biirokratik kontrollerin yol agtig1 yapisal etki-
sizlikleri azaltacak bir tegkilatt hep birlikte olusturalim.
Liderlik pozisyonlarinda kadmlarin roliinii arttirahm.
Merkezi Hikiimetlerin retoriklerini Yerel Yonetim dii-
zeyinden Orneklerle ve UCLG Diinya ve Bolgesel Ofisle-
rimiz yoluyla ifsa ederek reformlar yapmaya tesvik ede-
lim.

Toplum diizeyinde ve yerel yonetim dii-
zeyinde etkilesimin en iyi faaliyet yontemi oldugunu tim
diinyaya gosterelim. Umarim bélgeler de bu dogrultuda
hareket eder ve UCLG Diinya Teskilati buna destek verir.

DUNYA YEREL YONETIMLERI, BIR ARAYA GELIN!
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Our new UCLG was however too centrist and did not
take proper account of the fact that a World organisa-
tion must reflect all its cultural diversity in real politi-
cal and bureaucratic terms so I was happy working with
the Secretaries General of the Regions to realise this and
likewise with the establishment of the Co-Presidency to
ensure equity and further break down the centrist control
mentality that works against a truly inclusive structure
and organisation. The success in having Mayor TOPBAS
of Istanbul following the very successful leadership of the
Mayor of Paris Mayor DELANOE as President sends a
clear message that Europe and the Regions must share
the leadership in a truly world organisation. Selahatin
YILDIRIM from MEWA I single out as he was my closest
co-worker in achieving many of the reforms and having
to battle the diminishing forces of reaction.

Alan LLOYD from Wales played a decisive political role in
the whole scenario and it should never be underestimated
his contribution. His country should have honoured him. If
they don't we should continue to do so.

So as we look to the future of UCLG let us build on our
achievements. Unity, intercultural sensitivities, inclusive-
ness and looking for the things that unite us rather than
concentrating on the issues that divide us. Let us continue
to build an organisation that engages in participatory de-
mocracy and diminish the structural inefficiencies of cen-
trist political and bureaucratic controls. Let us enhance the
role of women in leadership positions and shame National
Governments into reform through exposing their rhetoric
through clear examples at Local Government level and
through our UCLG World and Regional Sections. (If need
be we should also expose the rhetoric in UCLG too. It is
no good having policies if we don't push for constructive
mechanisms for implementation.)

UCLG ASPAC will continue to have Taipei and Beijing,
South Korea and North Korea and India and Pakistan sit-
ting at the same table. We will demonstrate to the World
there is a better way of engagement with people-to-people
and Local Government-to Local Government. I hope other
Regions will do likewise and World UCLG will support
this and show the negative elements in the flawed political
structures there is a very real way forward.

Local elections are held every 5 years, the last being held on
29 March 2009. The elections are held for the members of
the Provincial and Municipal Councils, the Mayors of Met-
ropolitan and other Municipalities, and heads of Villages.

Within the scope of publication activities of UCLG-MEWA for its members, we would like to
introduce in this issue this publication that is translated into Turkish.

KALKINMA ISBIRLiIGI VE YEREL Yonetimlere
iliskin UCLG Politika Belgesi, UCLG Kapasite ve Ku-
rumsal Giiglendirme Calisma Grubu ve UCLG Diinya
Sekretaryasimnin ortakligiyla Kanada Belediyeler Fede-
rasyonu tarafindan hazirlanmistir. Kalkinma Isbirligi
ve Yerel Yonetimlere iliskin UCLG Politika Belgesi, 6
ana boliimden olusmaktadir.

Birinci boliimde yerel yonetimlerin 6énemi, yerel ve
ulusal kalkinma baglaminda tstlendikleri gorevler ve
oynadiklar roller hakkinda bilgi verilerek, bu baglam-
da yerel yonetimler arasinda gergeklestirilen uluslara-
ras1 kalkinma isbirligi uygulamalar degerlendirilmek-
tedir.

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UCLG POLICY PAPER on Development Cooperation
and Local Governments was drafted by the Federation of Ca-
nadian Municipalities in partnership with UCLG Capacity
and Institution Building Working Group and UCLG World
Secretariat. UCLG Policy Paper on Development Coopera-
tion and Local Governments consists of 6 main chapters.

In the first chapter, information on the significance of local
governments, tasks taken and roles they play in local and
national development while international development
cooperation applications conducted between local govern-
ments in this context are reviewed. It is advocated that cen-
tralization proves ineffective in solving local and regional
problems and enabling economic and social development
of cities on local level. On the other hand, decentralization
and local democracy bring concrete and effective results. In
this context, a project conducted by Barcelona and Medellin
(Colombia) Municipalities in order to rehabilitate infra-
structure of municipal bazaars is provided as an example
of facilitating economic and social development.

In the second chapter, while information on various in-
ternational cooperation models between local governments
are introduced, how these cooperations are financed and
organized are addressed. While some of these partnerships

In the third chapter, main reasons for local governments’
involvement in development cooperation, established goals
and implemented methods are presented.

In the fourth chapter, strong and weak aspects of local gov-
ernment development partnership and points that UCLG
members should take into account in order to eliminate
those weaknesses are highlighted while opportunities and
benefits provided by local government development coop-
erations are reviewed.

In the fifth chapter, from the effectiveness of aid stated in
Busan Partnership Declaration (2011) to goals set in tran-
sition to success of development, UCLG and its members’
support and development partnerships conducted by local
governments for the realization of goals are exemplified.

Bu grup, UCLG bunyesinde, tamamen Orta Dogu’nun son 60 yilina odaklanan bir alan yaratma ihtiyacindan
dogmustur. Israil-Filistin catismasi, dogal olarak bélgede baz1 sonuclara ve tepkilere yol agmaktadir. Diinya
jeostratejik dengesi Orta Dogu’daki olaylardan etkilenmektedir.

Why this new space at UCLG, within the City Diplomacy and Decentralized Cooperation Committee General? This
group was born from the need to create a space within UCLG entirely dedicated to the Middle East’s past 60 years. The
Israeli-Palestinian conflict has by its very nature consequences and repercussions throughout the Region. The world

geostrategic balance is affected by the events in the Middle East.

ULUSLARARASI TOPLUM, bu catismaya adalet
ve uluslararas1 hukuk temelli stirdiiriilebilir bir ¢o-
zim bulmada onemli role sahiptir.
